PRACTICAL SUGGESTIONS
· Indicators must be selected through a process that involves the appropriate range of participants.

· Indicators should reflect important aspects of health and its major determinants, e.g.: 

· health care financing

· allocation of health care resources

· utilisation of health services

· quality of health services

· Multiple indicators should be examined to explore the way in which conclusions about equity vary according to different indicators.

Examples: 

Indicators of agenda utilisation

· How much interest has the agenda generated among stakeholders (donors, government agencies, and researchers)?

· Is there a forum of stakeholders to share information and evaluate the implementation process and outcomes?
Indicators for equity in health

Does the research agenda address equity in health? 

· percentage/number of projects addressing problems of vulnerable groups of the poor

· diversion of resource flows towards equity- targeted programmes

· diversion of resource flows towards research agenda/priorities
