Please mention if particular dates are
suggested because certain times of the year would be especially suitable or unsuitable to
hold the GFBR meeting in this locale, for reasons of weather, conflicting events, etc.
However, it is suggested to hold the meeting in the second half of 2009.

Main Reasons to Host the Forum

¢ Briefly explain why you feel you/your group is suitable to host the next GFBR meeting?

¢ What impact do you expect the hosting of GFBR10 will have for your country and/or
region?

Meeting Focus
¢ What focus/theme would you propose for the GFBR10 meeting? Why is it relevant?
Please elaborate briefly why there is a need for the Forum to address this topic/theme at

this time.

¢ Do you have any potential case studies (or case study topics) in mind? If so, please briefly
describe these.
